Daily work
Staff should be appropriately dressed for the professional environment. They are expected to dress smartly and to maintain a high standard of personal hygiene. 

Each scan room has a timetabled list of pregnant women. The sonographer is expected to scan the next woman on the list for his or her own room. 

The individual performing the scan should introduce themselves and any other staff present. 

The woman should be made comfortable and her privacy should be maintained. 

Before the scan is performed, establish why it is being done and explaine this to the woman. 
During the scan point out appropriate views to the parents. Biometry and anatomical findings should be recorded on the Fetal Database (Viewpoint program). Findings should be documented with appropriate hard copy images. After the scan, the result should be explained and further investigations offered where appropriate. 

If there are any queries about part of the scan a second opinion should be sought from a consultant or equivalent.
General policies - Three scans are offered routinely (11-13 weeks, 20-23 weeks, 31-32 weeks)
